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34 Entries Received for North Shore Business Plan Competition

Number of entries more than twice the average
The Massachusetts North Shore is proving itself to be a hotbed of small business growth and development as 34 companies from 16 different North Shore Communities have filed applications to enter the North Shore Business Plan Competition. The competition is cosponsored by the Enterprise Center at Salem State College and 10 North Shore business organizations with Eastern Bank as the prime sponsor.

On average a competition receives about 15 complete plans per 500,000 of population.  In its first year, the North Shore Business Plan Competition has more than double that number of applications. The 34 entrants fall in the fields of high tech (6), energy (3), health technology and services (6), day care (2), cleaning services (2) and consumer goods (9). More than 40% of the entrants (14) are creative economy businesses.
The final complete plans are due on April 1.  They will be judged by a panel of business leaders, the majority of whom are early stage investors. Finalists will be chosen by the judges by mid April and the three finalists will present their plans to the judges at a public event on the evening of May 11 at the Enterprise Center.  A winner will be selected that night.
